HYPAQUE™ Sodium Powder (Diatrizoate Sodium USP) is used for preparing radiopaque solutions that
are administered rectally or orally to human patients for radiographic examination of the
gastrointestinal tract.

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Emergency Overview: Read package insert prior to use. As part of good laboratory practice, personal
hygiene and safety procedure, avoid unnecessary exposure to this substance. If exposure occurs, flush
the affected area with soap and water.
